Townsfolk, narrators, shepherds’ wife, innkeeper and his wife: 
Tunics or long plain coloured t-shirts; plain coloured joggers or leggings; rope belt; (curtain tie- back rope) waistcoats 
(optional for boys); stripy tea towel and hair band (old pair of tights) for boys; shawls/poncho for girls. 
 

Shepherds: 
long tunics or long plain coloured t-shirts; plain coloured joggers or leggings; rope belt; (curtain tie-back rope) 
waistcoats (optional); stripy tea towel and hair band (old pair of tights) 

  

Angels: 
white long sleeved t-shirt underneath plain white sleeveless tunic edged with silver tinsel round neck; white 
tights/white trousers. For the tunic you may wish to use a white pillowslip - just cut a hole in the end for the head 
and a hole in each side for the arms, then add on the tinsel. 

 

Stars: 
Black or navy trousers/ leggings or joggers; black or navy t-shirt decorated with small silver stars. A headband with 
stars is optional. 
 
 

Sheep: 
white tops and black tights or trousers/leggings (headgear will be provided). 
 
 

The main nativity characters - Mary, Joseph and kings - will be provided with costumes. 
There are some waistcoats for the shepherds too.
